Graduation Requirements: Of the 120 total, 18 hours of art (including 12 advanced hours) must be completed at UNT. Additionally, out
of 120, 36 total hours (art and non-art) must be completed at UNT. 42 hours must be advanced; 24 of the 42 advanced hours must be
completed at UNT. Minimum 2.0 GPA (UNT and overall). Grades of C or better are required for all CVAD requirements. Students are
encouraged to run their online degree audit regularly to track the completion of these and other requirements for the degree.
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Entry reviews are conducted electronically using the UNT portal for the submission of application materials, UNT Slideroom, during each
long semester, with deadlines of Oct. 15 and March 15. No late portfolios are accepted.
